























TRANSPORT Part Ten

Romany Road Improvements

10.74 As the vehicular access to the proposed development will be from the south and west, no major works are
proposed at Romany Road. However, the desirability of an enlarged pedestrian refuge on the roundabout
(southern) splitter island and bus stop improvements have been identified, and will be installed, to cater
for additional bus and pedestrian movements in the vicinity. The works to the roundabout will permit a
dedicated left turn lane to be provided for access to the present district centre. This will allow other road
users to make a clearer differentiation between left turning and straight ahead traffic, which causes some

perceived problems on the junction at present.
Traffic Calming in New Road and Terringes Avenue

10.75 In order to mitigate against the potential effects of development traffic rat-running through adjacent
residential areas contributions will be made by the Consortium to the highway authority to permit traffic
calming measures to be undertaken in Terringes Avenue and in New Road.

Extension and Enhancement of Bus Services

10.76 It has been agreed that the 'Pulse’ bus route will be extended into the development site at an early stage, to
help foster sustainable travel patterns from the outset of the development. This will take place as soon as
the route for buses is established through the site. The ‘Pulse’ service passes Durrington-on-Sea railway
station and continues on to the centre of Worthing and Lancing. The aim is to secure a 10 minute frequency
service within the development from initial occupations, with & 30 minute frequency service in the evenings
and on Sundays. This will be facilitated by the developers providing a subsidy to West Sussex County
Council to procure these services. To achieve this, the contribution will be based on the subsidy being
provided for a period of three years.

10.77 In addition developer contributions will also be made for travel awareness publicity, including the distribution
of timetables and other material as required by the West Durrington Development Brief,

10.78 Also, the bus services already serving the development area, e.q. stopping at the present district centre, will
benefit from some of the detailed transport measures set out above, such as the extra bus layby at Romany
Road and the bus priority measures at the Durrington Lane / Littlehampton Road junction.

Mitigation Measure Implementation Programme

10.79 The developers will either directly procure these highways and transport improvements or in lieu, financial
contributions will be provided by the Consortium,

10.80 The following trigger points have been agreed with the West Sussex County Council officers for
implementation of the agreed mitigation measures:

. Up to 250 dwellings will be constructed initially served by access from Fulbeck Avenue in addition to
up to 100 units off Tasman Way with an emergency services and bus only access between Tasman
Way and the full development;

. The new Titnore Lane T-junction access to be provided prior to occupation of the 251* house off
Fulbeck Avenue;

° The Titnore Lane speed management and hazard warning scheme will be implemented prior to
completion of the development;

. Titnore Lane (south) cycleway will be completed prior to occupation of the 50" dwelling off Fulbeck
Avenue (subject to WSCC);

. Goring Crossways improvement to be completed prior to occupation of the 351* dwelling;

° Yeoman Road / Littlehampton Road junctions — extent of minor works and pragramme to be agreed
with West Sussex County Council;

. Durrington Lane / Littiehampton Road junction will be completed prior to occupation of 601 dwelling;
Columbia Drive cycleway will be implemented prior to occupation of 151 dwelling served off Fulbeck
Avenue;

. Traffic calming on New Road and Terringes Avenue will be undertaken by WSCC using contributions
from developers. Contribution timing to be set in Section 106 Agreement; and
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o Bus services will be provided initially by diversion of the PULSE service via Fulbeck Avenue and
Tasman Way (connected by an internal 'bus only’ link). At an agreed time near the completion
250 dwelling off Fulbeck Avenue additional services will be provided, supported by developer’s
contributions. Existing 3/3A and 4/4A services stopping at the West Durrington district centre will also
be within easy walking distance for residents in the early phases of the development.

Construction Traffic
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In the first instance opportunities will be sought to reduce the amount of waste generated from the site works
construction so that the number of vehicle movements associated with waste disposal can be minimised.
Options for this are described in the Sustainability Report, principally a Site Waste Management Plan will be
put into practice. Waste reduction will also reduce the import of materials so further reducing the number of
vehicle movements associated with construction.

Access points and routes into the site will be strictly controlled. In particular the provision of the development
access onto Titnore Lane will significantly alleviate the need to access the site from the existing local road

network.

Liaising with the Council, the Developers will undertake to control strictly the routes taken by construction
traffic within the local road network. In the vicinity of the site it is proposed that construction traffic will only
be permitted to use the following roads for access to the site: Tasman Way, Romany Road, Columbia Drive,
Durrington Lane (south of Columbia Drive only), Yeoman Road, Fulbeck Avenue, Titnore Way and Titnore
Lane. These roads will only be permitted for access to and from Titnore Lane north of the site, Litllehampton
Road and Goring Street. Use of Durrington Lane north of Columbia Drive will not be permitted. Effectively
access to the A27 will only be via Titnore Lane.

In particular construction vehicles will not be permitted to drive into or through other roads off these roads
within the area defined by this network of roads. Clear direction signing will be provided and maintained

throughout the period of construction.

The Developers also undertake that road cleansing vehicles and operatives will be deployed throughout the
development period to maintain the local roads fit for purpose to the standard required by the local highway
authority.

All construction vehicles used in connection with these works will be maintained to the highest standard
regarding vehicle emissions and noise to minimise nuisance from that source.

All construction vehicle drivers will be instructed clearly on the obligations of the Developer regarding vehicle
routing and the highest driving standards will be required. Within the network of roads listed previously,
construction vehicles in excess of 3 tonnes GYW will be required to observe a speed limit of 20mph.

Working hours during construction will be restricted in general to between 08.00 and 18.00 hours Monday to
Saturday, except for Bank Holidays.

All these obligations undertaken by the Developers will become contractual conditions for all construction
contractors and suppliers in connection with the works.

RESIDUAL IMPACTS

10.80

The provision of additional public transport services, improved facilities for pedestrians and cyclists,
improvement works to local junctions and safety measures on Titnore Lane will all be of benefit to both
new and existing residents and road users generally. The impact of the development in transport terms will

therefore be positive overall.

Construction Traffic

10.91

During the initial phase of development there may be some minor adverse effect due to construction traffic.
With the provision of the development access onto Titnore Lane and the strict controls proposed on routing
and other aspects, the residual adverse effect of the construction traffic on the existing residential streets will
be of low significance.
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POTENTIAL FURTHER DEVELOPMENT AREA

10.82

The prospective increase of dwellings to around 1225 units using the Potential Further Development Area
(PFDA) would increase transport demand in West Durrington. Negotiations with West Sussex County
Council during the preparation of the TA, including the additional area, indicated that the proposed highway
improvements outlined in the TA would also facilitate the PFDA, however, additional public transport services
commensurate with an increased population may also need to be provided in due course.

CONCLUSION

10.93
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The location and general design of the development proposal will contribute towards reducing the need to
travel by car, and this is a key aim of sustainable development.

The proposed development of West Durrington has been based upon Guidance for Transport Assessments
published in March 2007. This document encourages sustainable travel by making best possible use

of existing infrastructure by improvements to the local public transport network, public transport priority
measures such as bus lanes, cycle and pedestrian network improvements by connecting places of interest.
As part of the transport assessment the developer will fund a Smartravel initiative with Personalised Travel
Planning marketing for sustainable transport. This initiative will take the form of travel information packs
providing details of bus services, cycle networks etc and are aimed to educate home buyers to the many
sustainable forms of travel in the local area.

However the scheme will have some implications for the local highway network. Analysis of the existing
context revealed that there are certain sensitive links and points in the netwark that would require

modification if a deterioration in conditions is to be avoided.

Traffic flows on the surrounding roads have been assessed with the development scheme. The most
significant increase in flows will be along Titnore Lane and Romany Way. The proposed highway safety
improvements for Titnore Lane will encourage slower speeds and are intended to reduce Personal Injury
Accidents. To the south improvements to the Titnore Lane approach to Goring Crossways will assist in

reducing the impact at this junction too.

The mitigation package and implementation timetable have been agreed with the County Transport Authority
and include minor highway improvements, cycleway and footway improvements together with significant
measures to promote bus use. There will be no significant residual adverse traffic impacts when the

scheme is fully developed.
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
